It is already well known that the eve of the month of sivan is meyuchad
(special) for prayers, especially for successful kids, or to have children
etc...

The reason being that in the month of sivan we will celebrate the chag of
Shavuot which is indeed the time we officially became the sons of HKB"H.
For this reason on the eve of the month of sivan, which the eve of rosh
chodesh is in itself a time of kapara and teshuva, we say the following
prayer of the Shlah Hakadosh (see link below). This prayer should be said
on Erev Rosh Chodesh Sivan by both husband and wife after having
solved any issues of shalom bayis!!!

Therefore it is a big segula for the couple to spend time today, the eve

of rosh hodesh sivan trying to bring shalom between them or uplift the
love, achdus and yir'at shamayimbetween them. Obviously this should be
done in harmony and peace (and not through tochachot and argument
chas veshlom).

It is with my humble blessing that anyone who tries to get chizuk from this
hishtadlus should see his/her prayers answered right away and should see
yeshuot venechamot amen veamen

<§ A Parent’s Prayer

(Shelah HaKadosh)

It is particularly important to pray for good and upright children. While
praying for this, one should also ask Hashem to provide them with all
their needs and to send them their life’s mate. | believe that the most
appropriate time to recite this prayer is on Erev Rosh Chodesh Sivan, for
that is the month when Hashem gave us His Torah and when we began
to be called His children. It is proper that every husband and wife fast on
that day and repent, committing themselves to improve all areas of their
home life . . . and let them give charity to poor people of character. This
is the prayer they should recite:

t was You, Hashem, our G-d, before Creation, and it is You,

Hashem, our G-d, since Creation. From This World to the
World to Come, You are G-d. You created the world in order to
make Your G-dliness known through your holy Torah, as the
Sages, of blessed memory, taught: “ ‘In the beginning ...
(Genesis 1:1) [The world was created] for the sake of Torah and
for the sake of Israel,” for Israel is Your nation and Your
heritage. It is the nation You chose from all others, to whom
You gave Your holy Torah, and which you brought close to your
great Name. To insure the continuation of Your Torah, we
received from You, Hashem, our G-d, two commandments: You
wrote in Your Torah “Be fruitful and multiply” (Genesis 1:28)
and You also wrote “You shall teach them to your children”
(Deuteronomy 11:19). These two commandments have a single
purpose: You did not create the world so that it be desolate,
but rather that it be inhabited by people; it is for Your honor
that You made, created and fashioned the world, so that we,
our offspring, and the offspring of all Your people, the House
of Israel, know Your Name and study Your Torah.

nd so | come before You, Hashem, King Who reigns over
kings, and | cast my supplication before You. My eyes
dependently look toward You until You will be gracious to me
and hear my plea and grant me sons and daughters. And
may they too be fruitful and multiply — they, their children,
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and their grandchildren until the end of all generations — so
that they and I might be engrossed in Your holy Torah, learning,
teaching, safeguarding, performing, and fulfilling all the words
of Your Torah’s teaching with love.
